BRANDON HILL – The Old Bowling Green

Survey


The old Bowling Green on Brandon Hill has been derelict for many years.  
The committee of the recently formed Friends of Brandon Hill 
(info@friendsofbrandonhill.org) has been working with Bristol City Parks 
Department on possible uses for the space.  We have now prioritised 3 
possible developments for the space and would like your views, either as 
someone living close to the hill, and/or as a regular user.  Any development 
will, of course, depend on planning permission, financial constraints and 
future maintenance requirements/costs.

The 3 options are:

· Tai Chi/ Tranquillity Space  The area would be paved with natural stone and planted around the perimeter.  There would be a covered pergola with seating.  In addition to tai chi classes, the space would be available for meditation, sports activities and outdoor theatre. This option has been developed by Bristol Parks Dept. and you can view the plans at:

· Multi-use Sports Area  The space would be surfaced appropriately for a range of active sports and would need to be a surface suitable for use by young children, if St. George’s Primary School were to use it.  There may need to be flood lighting for evening use, which might involve disturbance for residents of John Carr’s Terrace.  The facility would need to be locked at night and a system for booking arrangements put in place. 

· Formal Garden & Performance Space  The area would be landscaped and planted.  Seating would be included and part of the space would be left open to accommodate open air theatre and similar uses.  This option would involve significant maintenance.

All three options could include a café and new/refurbished toilet facilities.
